Commissioner Elder made motion to let Cecil fill the position in the Tax
Assessor's office filled, Commissioner Berry seconded. DISCUSSION: Person
will have to be trained as it takes a couple of years to be able to send them out
on their own plus they have to go to training; funds already in budget however
insurance coverage for new employee may impact the budget; it will take about
two weeks to get someone hired as a reference check will be done, a criminal
background, drug test & physical.

NEW BUSINESS

1. PUBLIC COMMENTS ON AGENDA ITEM - Commissioner Elder made
comments regarding the CFO position. The CFO qualifications were changed in
January to add as a requirement a master’s degree & preferably a CPA &
reduced the salary. The Board voted to offer Rose Kisaalita, who has both a CPA
& master’s degree at the salary of $71,363 but she has requested a higher pay
than what was Board approved & even higher than the previous salary. Saying
one thing in a meeting & doing something else was misleading the citizens & you
don’t give someone a raise before even coming to work as she would like for
them to prove their ability to her first.

2. INTERIM FIRE CHIEF JOHN SKINNER

(1) HAZARD MITIGATION PLAN RESOLUTION -This Resolution states that
Barrow County has formally adopted the Pre-Disaster Hazard Mitigation
Plan as required & will remain eligible for Federal mitigation funding.

Commissioner Hendrix made motion to approve Resolution as presented,
Commissioner Berry seconded. Motion approved unanimously.

(2) GEORGIA TRAUMA COMMISSION GRANT-Grant is based on points
system for the replacement of emergency medical units. It will cover
$73,275 & the request is for two units under the grant. Request permission
to pursue the grant. DISCUSSION: Not a matching grant; it's for $73,275
only & Barrow County will have to pay balance of cost.

Commissioner Worley made motion to proceed & apply for the grant,
Commissioner Berry seconded. Motion approved unanimously.

(3) MED UNIT #7- Has a crack in the welding as another med unit was taken
out of service last year for the same problem. The med unit was taken to
Akins Ford & they will fix the unit for $402.95 & also do a D.O.T. inspection.
DISCUSSION: Complaints received about vibration; replaced & balanced
tires & sent back out but problem continued:; questioned if fleet inspected
the welds every so often & suggested they do so several times a year.

Commissioner Hendrix made motion to have med unit fixed by Akin Ford & also
have the other two units that are similar in design inspected & if they are found to
be at fault have them repaired by Akin Ford, Commissioner Parks seconded.
Motion approved unanimously.

(4) BID PROCESS - Request to begin bid process for the ambulance.

Commissioner Wilburn made motion to start the bid process on one med unit,
Commissioner Berry seconded. Motion approved unanimously
