The Board of Commissioners and representatives of the Builder Association met
to discuss recommended changes to the Unified Development Code that was
presented by Mr. Terry Dunahoo of the Builder's Association in February.

Suggested changes were:
1. No open space required in Residential Subdivisions. Builder's state that
green space is often not maintained.
2. No sidewalks in Residential Subdivisions-Required but costly for builders
& some areas don't even use them.
3. Reduce house size to 1,350 sq. ft.-Allows builders to sell to people who
can’t afford bigger homes.
Maintenance Bond for 18 months only.
Reduce tap fee on sewer to $3,000.00 and let builder pay half at time of
permit and half when C.O. is issued.
6. Tree Ordinance-Reduce tree requirements by 50% on Commercial &
Industrial - Builders states with a reduction there would still be a lot of
trees to be planted.
Reduce buffer width by 50%.
Keep minimum lot size same but eliminate density requirement of 1 lot per
acre on R1 Subdivisions
9. Sight Distance requirement on Subdivision entry roads of 450’ — Eliminate
AASHTO specs, which apply to U.S. Hwy. only
10. Georgia Stormwater Management manual has been adopted as a
requirement -Recommends accept it as an approved design reference
manual instead.
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Each recommended change was discussed however no decisions were made.
Commissioner Worley also stated that county codes weren't being followed & he
wouldn't agree to any change until codes were enforced. He presented a
package of documents to the Builder's Association which backed up his
allegations & where copies had already been given to the Board. He advised the
Builder's Association to get the word out to other builders and developers.

DISCUSSION: Ms. Moore recently retired from the County after serving as
Barrow County Senior Director for 32 years.

6. GEER & ASSSOCIATES-AUDIT

William Rambo of Geer & Associates presented the audit report and found no
major problems. He complimented the commissioners & county staff for doing a
fantastic job with all of the resignations, layoffs & the downturn in the economy &
revenues. At the beginning of FY2009 there were 515 full-time positions & with
the reductions in force, voluntary retirements & reorganizations the year ended
with 456 positions. Declining revenues was the most significant factor affecting
the increase in the use of reserves. At the end of FY2009, the General Fund
reserves were $4,701,149 or 1.33 months.
