4. CHAIRMAN YEARWOOD-SMITHS FINAL SETTLEMENT AGREEMENT

Commissioner Elder made motion to accept this agreement, Commissioner
Worley seconded. Motion approved unanimously.

5. MARK WHIDDON

(1) RFB2010-6 - SR316/53 PUMP STATION

16 bids were received with Strack, Inc. as low bidder of $1,392,833.09. This
project will provide sewer service to the JDA property. Phase |1 will include a
300,000 gallon per day pump station & 19,750 LF of 10-inch (HDPE) force main.
Phase Il consists of 4,300 LF of 12-inch DIP gravity sewer & a 20-inch steel
casing bore under SR316. The financing will be completed by GEFA &
repayment will be based on future sewer revenue. Also any deficient revenue will
be backed by the BC Water & Sewerage Authority reserve.

Commissioner Wilburn made motion to approve bid from Strack, Inc. of
$1,392.833.09, Commissioner Worley seconded. Motion approved unanimously.

(2) INTERGOVERNMENTAL AGREEMENT-BARROW COUNTY WATER &
SEWERAGE AUTHORITY & CITY OF WINDER

This is the agreement for design & construction of an essential sewer line to
connect sewer infrastructure from the county service area to the Winder Cedar
Creek plant that will allow the County to utilize previously purchased sewer



capacity in the Cedar Creek plant & to construct future sewer infrastructure to
service the Auburn area & Georgia Hwy. 8 Gateway Corridor. This line will also
be utilized to service Schuetz industry. It's based on capacity fees & all the
money will eventually be returned to the County.

Commissioner Berry made motion to approve & authorize Chairman to sign,
Commissioner Elder seconded. Motion approved unanimously.

(3) AUTHORIZATION FOR BARROW COUNTY WATER & SEWERAGE
